3. Review common etiology of Rickets (Vitamin D deficiency Rickets/Nutritional Rickets) and rare etiologies of Rickets (X-linked Hypophosphatemic Rickets, Hypophosphatasia, 1-25 Vitamin D deficiency Rickets)
4. Review the management of Rickets
