3. Postdoctoral Applicant CV (Up to 5 pages) in any standard CV format, which can be structured based on the applicant’s discipline. CVs should include relevant data including publications, artistic contributions, funding and awards.  
· If desired, applicants may submit a narrative CV in lieu of the standard CV (Up to 5 pages). The narrative CV can be structured based on the applicant’s discipline but should share written descriptions of their professional contributions, achievement, skills, and experiences. Applicants submitting narrative CVs are encouraged to use the Tri-agency or the UK Research and Innovation online resources to inform the development of their document.
